Perfusion Without Borders, in conjunction with the AmSECT Foundation, offers one annual student scholarship of up to $3000, to be used for personal travel expenses on a selected cardiac mission. Our student scholarship winners have found their experiences to be significant events in the development of their professional careers.

Once a student is accepted for a mission trip with an organization such as yours, they are then eligible to apply for AmSECT’s Perfusion Without Borders student scholarship.  PWOB’s application deadline is September 1st, and the recipient is announced by October 1st.  You may be receiving inquiries from multiple students who are applying for this scholarship as an opportunity to pursue an event which they might not otherwise be able to afford.  Should a student be selected by you to attend a mission, but subsequently not be granted the scholarship, it is possible that their limited financial status may prevent them from attending and they may be forced to withdraw.  As such, we would ask that any student you select who is also applying for the PWOB scholarship be offered selection on a provisional basis and provided the opportunity to withdraw from their commitment, should they need to.  

You have our greatest respect and admiration for all the good work that you do, and we appreciate your flexibility in accommodating the scholarship procedure.
